We hold these conferences to 

give you, the parents, the opportunity to tell us about 

your children.  What goals, hopes and concerns do you 

have that you might share with your child’s new class-

room teacher?  We want to know about your children, 

and begin a partner relationship between you and the 

classroom teacher.

The sign up sheets for conference times will be out-

side the school office beginning Friday, August 20.  

Come sign up for the times convenient for you.  These 

are required conferences.  Thank you.

Class Lists 

http://www.eagle-bluff.org/index.html


Every child needs to have 

an emergency card on 

file in the school office.

The Health & Textbook 

Forms allow us to receive 

state money for books 

and health services.  It 

does not cost you any-

thing—these are funds we 

are entitled to from the 

state.  Please mark YES in 

the top box on each form, 

write the name of your 

child, and sign the form.  

We need a signed form 

for every child in the 

school in order to receive 

the funds.   

 

For 7th & 8th grade par-

ents, a third form is also 

provided.  We are eligible 

to receive funds and ser-

vices for a school coun-

selor.  Please mark “Yes” 

and sign this one.  It allows 

us to employ a school 

counselor. 

You may return the forms 

with all the other enclosed 

material at the Open 

House, or drop them off at 

the school office anytime 

before school starts, ex-

cept the Falcon’s Nest 

Registration, which needs 

to be turned in as soon as 

possible!

All volunteers are also re-

quired to attend a Virtus 

Training session.  We will 

be offering Virtus Training 

on four dates in Septem-

ber.

Remember—you 

cannot volunteer in any 

way in the school until 

Virtus training and back-

ground checks have been 

completed.

All parent drop-offs and 

pick-ups will be in the far 

upper parking lot, by the 

school doors.
