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Bussing Information

Lakeville Bussing:
On August |8th, the Lakeville bus

company mailed out a postcard with
bus information to families in the
Lakeville school district. This is a
change from prior years when we put
the info in a mailing. A bus pass is
attached to the postcard that
students will need with them, at
least for the first few weeks of
school. The bus company said some
parents laminate it or put in in a lug-
gage tag holder and attach it to their
backpack so they are sure to have it
with them. Please review the infor-
mation on the post card carefully.
The times given are approximate so
please be at the bus stop 5-10 min-
utes early for the first week or so of
school until a more definite schedule
is established. Also, expect the
afternoon bus to be later than
the indicated time for the first
week or more of school.

In the morning Lakeville students
take the bus indicated to Lakeville
North (LNHS) or Lakeville South
(LSHS). There they will
board a shuttle to All Saints.

In the afternoon, Lakeville students
will take a shuttle bus to either LNHS
(Lakeville North), LSHS (Lakeville
South) or MMS (McGuire Middle
School) and then take the bus indi-
cated home. For some students the
a.m. and p.m. transfer school will be

different.

There will be All Saints staff at all transfer
points for the first few days of school to
assist students in finding their busses.
VERY IMPORTANT: [f you have
questions concerning the location of your
stop, please CALL THE BUS COM-
PANY at 952-985-7513. We will not be
able to help you here at All Saints. If you
have a general bus question not related to
your specific bus stop you can try Donna
at 469-3332 and she will direct you to the
bus company if she can't help you.

VERY IMPORTANT: If there is any
change to your transportation infor-
mation please notify us ASAP. Do
not wait until the Open House, as that
doesn’t give us enough time to make
changes. If you receive a postcard but are
not going to use the bus please let us
know right away. If you set up a different
stop with the bus company please contact
Donna so we have the correct informa-
tion for the name tags we make for the
students to wear home for the first few

days of school.

Farmington Bussing:
Farmington families that are using the
bus will find a slip of paper with their bus
routes and times in this mailing. In the
morning Farmington students will be
picked up and transported to either
Dodge and/or Boeckman Middle schools.
They will transfer to an All Saints shuttle
and be brought to All Saints. In the after-
noon Farmington students will get on a
shuttle at All Saints. The bus will proceed

to the new Farmington High School, drop-
ping students that live on the way at their
homes. The rest of the students will transfer
at the new high school to the buses that will
take them home. The phone number for the
Farmington bus company is 651-463-8689 if
you have questions about Farmington bus

routes or procedure.

Parents, for the first week of school please
have your kindergartner or first grader wear
a nametag with their name and "All Saints
School". For the first few days of school
students will be given nametags to wear on
the buses home that have their names, ad-
dresses and bus numbers. Staff will super-
vise the bus lines to assist students in finding
the right bus here at All Saints. Staff will also
be at the bus transfer points both in the
morning and afternoon for the first few days
of school to be sure students get on the
right bus. We are also asking our middle
school students to keep an eye out for our

younger students.

Again, if you have any transportation
change or if you have any questions
about transportation please let us

know right away.
